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Our story so far
DSIT was founded on 7 February 2023 by the Prime Minister to deliver on government’s ambition to be a global science, research, and technology powerhouse. It will build on our strong foundations of world-class research, a thriving technology scene and global networks of collaboration to create a golden thread from outstanding basic science to innovations that change lives and sustain economic growth.
It will direct record levels of Research and Development, and deliver talent programmes, physical and digital infrastructure and regulation to support our economy, security, public services and wider Government priorities.

We are recruiting non-executives to provide advice and bring an external perspective to our department’s work. Note that our non-executive directors do not have ‘executive’ decision-making powers. 
The role of the audit, risk and assurance committee (ARAC)
The audit, risk and assurance committee (ARAC) supports the board and the accounting officer (the Permanent Secretary). The committee makes sure that the department delivers its duties and operates in a manner that is financially sound, efficient, and makes effective use of its resources to deliver its mission.
The ARAC reviews the effectiveness of DSIT’s risk management framework and works to ensure the efficient operation of financial and non-financial risk management and governance arrangements. Additionally, the ARAC scrutinises the DSIT accounts ahead of submission for audit, works with external auditors to address the results of the audit and advises DSIT on its anti-fraud and whistle-blowing policies. 
The ARAC also have an increasing role in considering new and emerging risks to the department (including emerging cyber risks) and scrutinising the delivery of significant projects.
The committee’s membership includes the chair, the lead non-executive director and five additional non-executive directors. The committee is supported by the Chief Operating Officer, the Chief Financial Officer and representatives from the National Audit Office (NAO) and the Government Internal Audit Agency (GIAA). 
The ARAC sits around six times per year, with members also attending committee meetings of our department’s public bodies. ARAC members are encouraged to join talks and roundtables organised for the committee with subject matter experts. This is to continuously improve the effectiveness of the committee and equip members with insights that can stretch and challenge our executive team. 
Principles
The committee will operate according to the corporate governance code for central government departments[footnoteRef:2], the audit committee handbook[footnoteRef:3] and the recognised principles of good corporate governance in business: leadership, effectiveness, accountability and sustainability. an understanding of the key challenges faced by the public sector and the ability to bring their experience to bear on these challenges.
genuine interest in contributing to the effective running of the department and the public bodies which it sponsors. 
If there is a significant volume of applications, we will sift on the leading criteria as indicated above. 
Vetting requirements
Successful candidates must undergo a criminal record check, complete baseline personnel security standard (opens in new window) and Security Check (SC) clearance.

3. Cyber security expert: significant experience in safeguarding sensitive digital assets and leading teams to improve cyber security systems, procedures and practices in large organisations.
4. Legal expert: significant expertise as a general counsel with broad experience advising executive teams on governance, corporate and constitutional legal matters.
5. Science and innovation expert: significant expertise leading large organisations in the science, research and development, and innovation sectors.
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Appointment term
Successful candidates will be appointed for an initial period of 3 years which may be extended by mutual agreement. 
Remuneration
ARAC non-executive directors are entitled to claim a fee of £7,500 per annum. Remuneration and expenses are taxable and are paid through the department’s payroll.
Time commitment
Non-executive directors are expected to undertake around 15 days of work per annum. This will include attending departmental board meetings, informal board discussions, occasional away days and working with officials on your chosen areas of interest.
Location
Our board meetings take place in our headquarters in London and remotely on Microsoft Teams. Candidates from anywhere across the United Kingdom are invited to apply.
Nature of appointment 
This is a Ministerial Appointment by the Secretary of State for Science, Innovation and Technology. The postholder will be an officeholder and not be an employee of the department.
Availability
Successful candidates will be encouraged to take up their appointment from Spring 2024 following successful completion of pre-appointment checks and vetting.
The candidate appointed to the position of chair of the audit, risk and assurance committee will be invited to take up their appointment as soon as possible following successful completion of pre-employment checks and vetting.

Annex A: Conflicts of interest and due diligence
Public Appointments require the highest standards of propriety, involving impartiality, integrity and objectivity, in relation to stewardship of public funds and the oversight and management of all related activities. This means that any private, voluntary, charitable or political interest that might be material and relevant to the work of the body concerned should be declared. 
It is important that those appointed as members of public bodies maintain the confidence of Parliament and the public. If there are any issues in your personal or professional history that could, if you were appointed, be misconstrued, cause embarrassment, or cause public confidence in the appointment to be jeopardised, it is important that you bring them to the attention of the assessment panel and provide details of the issue(s) in your application. 
In considering whether you wish to declare any issues, you should also reflect on any public statements you have made, including through social media. The panel may explore issues with you before they make a recommendation on the appointment. 
As part of our due diligence checks we will consider anything in the public domain related to your conduct or professional capacity. This will include us undertaking searches of previous public statements and social media, blogs or any other publicly available information. This information may be made available to the panel, and they may wish to explore issues with you, should you be invited to interview.
