Why our use of your personal data is lawful

In order for our use of your personal data to be lawful, we need to meet one (or more) conditions in the data protection legislation. For the purpose of this project, the relevant condition is: 

Article 6(1)(e) UK GDPR, to perform a public task as part of our function as a department. It is necessary for us to process your data for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority vested in the data controller, such as the exercise of a function of the Crown, a Minister of the Crown, or a government department. The Department for Education OSA Sponsorship Team (DfE) is facilitating a campaign to appoint high-quality candidates as school adjudicators.
Article 6(1)(a) that you have given your consent, 
Article 6(1)(b) processing is necessary for the performance of a contract.

Who we will make your personal data available to

We sometimes need to make personal data available to other organisations. These include other organisations with whom we need to share your personal data for specific purposes.

How long we will keep your personal data

We will only keep your personal data for as long as we need it for the purpose(s) of these appointments, after which point it will be securely destroyed. Please note that, under Data Protection legislation, and in compliance with the relevant data processing conditions, we can lawfully keep personal data processed purely for research and statistical purposes indefinitely.

Your data protection rights

You have the right:

to ask us for access to information about you that we hold; 
to have your personal data rectified, if it is inaccurate or incomplete; 
to request the deletion or removal of personal data where there is no compelling reason for its continued processing; 
to restrict our processing of your personal data (i.e., permitting its storage but no further processing); 
to object to direct marketing (including profiling) and processing for the purposes of scientific/historical research and statistics; and 
not to be subject to decisions based purely on automated processing where it produces a legal or similarly significant effect on you.
