Role Description
Person specification:

We are looking for up to three new Expert Members with a strong commitment to protect research participants and promote good, ethical, research. MODREC is seeking to appoint Expert Members who are trained Medical Physicians and, ideally (not essential) have recent experience sitting on a NHS Research Ethics Committee (REC). All successful applicants must demonstrate a good understanding of research ethics through prior membership of a REC or similar. We are passionate about diversity and would particularly welcome applications from people in under-represented groups. Candidates need to be able to undertake the commitments detailed below.

Role requirements:

Successful applicants will:

•	Have a strong personal commitment to the interests of research participants who take part (or are asked to take part) in research.
•	Have a strong personal commitment to ensuring the highest research standards. 
•	Be able to read, understand and analyse complex issues from research proposals and weigh-up conflicting opinions.
•	Be able to take an objective stance, looking at a situation from different perspectives.
•	Be a good communicator with a practical approach and the confidence to voice their opinions.
•	Be able to discuss issues with people who may not agree with them including being able to influence and listen to the views of others from a range of backgrounds.
•	Be committed to the public service values of accountability, probity, openness and equality of opportunity.
•	Understand the requirement for confidentiality regarding protocols reviewed by MODREC.
•	Agree to attend monthly MODREC meetings, which will be a mix of virtual and face to face meetings. You will also be expected to participate in a sub-committee rota that is conducted via email.
•	Agree to undertake at least one-day of training (5 hours) per year that is relevant to your role as a member of MODREC.
•	Be IT literate and have access to a computer, laptop or tablet in order to be able to review applications and amendments electronically by email (as the majority of MODREC work is carried out electronically). 
•	Be able to demonstrate an ability to contribute to the work of MODREC.

Your suitability for the role will be assessed as follows: 

•	At the SIFT STAGE – You will be assessed on your experience as a Medical Physician and your research experience / publication record. All applicants must have experience of sitting on a REC. Candidates that have sat on a NHS REC in the last 3 years might be prioritised.  

•	At the INTERVIEW STAGE – You will be assessed on your knowledge of research ethics, and your experience of handling a range of scenarios / issues that RECs (or equivalent) commonly encounter.

MODREC is an independent Government Scientific Advisory Committee that operates in accordance with the UK’s Health Research Authority (HRA) guidelines (implemented through MOD policy JSP536).

Appointments are for the term set out in this advert, with the possibility of re-appointment for a further term, at the discretion of Ministers or the Approving Authority.  Any re-appointment is subject to satisfactory annual appraisals of performance during the first term in the post. If re-appointed, the total time served in post will not exceed more than two terms or serve in any one post for more than ten years. The appointment will be for a period of 5 years, which includes a 1-year probationary periond. Your annual appraisal performance will be assessed by the MODREC Chair and at Surgeon General’s discretion. Likely start date 30 June 2026

You will not become a member of the Civil Service. You will not be subject to the provisions of employment law.

Time commitment
The Committee meets monthly via MS Teams or face to face at various locations around the country. Additionally, Sub-Committee participation is required, which is undertaken via email correspondence. Typically, this will demand a commitment totalling one to two working days per month, for which the daily fee paid is £380.00 per day, or £190.00 per half day.

[bookmark: _Toc212108173]How to Apply
Public appointments are made on merit following a fair and open competition process which is conducted in accordance with the Governance Code for Public Appointments. We will deal with your application as quickly as possible and will keep you informed at key stages. We aim to conclude the appointment process within three months of the deadline for applications – this is in accordance with the Governance Code. 

The assessment process
1. Ministers are responsible and accountable to Parliament for the public appointments made within their department. As a result, they must be consulted at every stage of the appointments process.

2. An Advisory Assessment Panel (“Panel”) is appointed by Ministers or their delegated Approving Authority to assist them in their decision making. The role of the Panel is to decide, objectively, which candidates meet the eligibility criteria for the role.

3. At the shortlisting meeting the Panel will assess applications against the eligibility criteria and decide which candidates should be recommended for interview. Ministers or the Approving Authority will then be consulted on the Panel’s recommended shortlist.

4. Once the shortlist has been agreed by Ministers or the Approving Authority, you will be advised (by e-mail) whether you have been shortlisted. Those shortlisted will be invited to an interview.

5. The Panel will meet again to interview candidates and determine who is appointable to the role. The names of all appointable candidates are provided to Ministers or the Approving Authority. It is then for Ministers or the Approving Authority to determine merit and decide who should be appointed. In some circumstances, Ministers or the Approving Authority may choose not to appoint any candidates and re-run the competition.

6. The Panel’s recommendations will be provided to Ministers or the Approving Authority in a report which details the assessment method used and the outcome of each interview. They will then be asked to agree on the candidate(s) who should be appointed.

7. Once the decision on the appointment has been made, interviewed candidates will be advised of the outcome of their application. Successful candidates will be issued with their Terms & Conditions and a letter of appointment should they agree to take up the position.

[bookmark: _Toc212108174]Eligibility
Most people can apply for a public appointment. We actively encourage applicants who can bring new talent and fresh perspectives to the services we all care about. Whatever your interests, background, and experience there is an opportunity for you to get involved.
You can be a public appointee alongside your job, as long as you have the time to do both roles. In general, you should have the right to work in the UK to be eligible to apply for a public appointment.  There are a small number of specialist roles that are not open to non-British citizens. Any nationality requirements will be specified in the vacancy details.
The Government expects all holders of public office to work to the highest personal and professional standards. 

You cannot be considered for a public appointment if:

· You are disqualified from acting as a company director (under the Company Directors Disqualification Act 1986);
· Have an unspent conviction on your criminal record
· Your estate has been sequestrated in Scotland or you enter into a debt arrangement programme under Part 1 of the Debt Arrangement and Attachment (Scotland) Act 2002 (asp 17) as the debtor or have, under Scots law, granted a trust deed for creditors.

When you apply, you should declare if:

· You are, or have been, bankrupt or you have made an arrangement with a creditor at any point, including the dates of this
· You are subject to a current police investigation.

You must inform the sponsor department if, during the application process, your circumstances change in respect of any of the above points. 

When you apply you should also declare any relevant interests, highlighting any that you think may call into question your ability to properly discharge the responsibilities of the role you are applying for. You should also declare any other matters which may mean you may not be able to meet the requirements of the Code of Conduct of Board Members (see Outside interests and reputational issues section below).

Advisory Assessment Panel
Advisory Assessment Panels (AAP) are chosen by Ministers or the Approving Authority to assist them in their decision-making. These include a departmental official and an independent member. For competitions recruiting non-executive members of a board (apart from the Chair), the panel will usually include a representative from the public body concerned.

AAPs perform a number of functions, including agreeing an assessment strategy with Ministers or the Approving Authority, undertaking sifting, carrying out interviews in line with the advertised criteria and deciding objectively who meets the published selection criteria for the role before recommending to ministers which candidates they find appointable. It is then for the Minister or the Approving Authority to decide who to appoint to the role.
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
